2nd Sunday of Easter  - Divine Mercy Sunday 

April  27, 2025 

Theme: The call to obey God rather than men is the call to be prophet -- a critic of institutions of 
one’s time, a spokesman for the poor. The holy Spirit sustains those who respond to this gospel 
call to obey God. 

St. Thérèse  
 

When St. Therese was fifteen, she asked 
the Pope for permission to enter the Car-
melite order, even though she was too 
young.  When she began her postulancy 
she took the name “Sr. Therese of the 
Child Jesus and the Holy Face.” She dedi-
cated her life to simple acts, for she be-

lieved that it was the small daily tasks that made one 
holy. This became known as St. Therese’s “Little Way”.  
It is the way we are called to do ordinary things with ex-
traordinary love. 

St. Thérèse said: “Love proves itself by deeds, so how am 
I to show my love?”  

Offering of the Mass 

By virtue of the “communion of saints,” the 
Church commends the dead to God’s mercy 
and offers her prayers especially the holy 
sacrifice of the Eucharist, on their behalf. 
(Catechism of the Catholic Church). This 

practice dates as far back as Judas collecting a sin-
offering for the dead, making atonement so they might 
be delivered from their sin. (2 Maccabees 12:39-45). 
Masses may also be offered for the intentions of the liv-
ing or in thanksgiving. Masses are requested through the 
parish office.

Sunday of Divine Mercy  

“Jesus said to them again, ‘Peace be with you. As the 
Father has sent me, so I send you.’” (John 20:21)  

 

Peace – the first gift of the risen Lord. Just as Jesus sent 
the apostles out into the world, so too, He sends us. As 
disciples of Jesus, we are called to be compassionate and 
merciful; and not with just those who are our friends, 
but also with our “enemies.” Think of someone in your 
life who you need to reconcile with. Call them right now 
or better yet, go visit them.  

Readings for Divine Mercy Sunday 

 First Reading – Acts 5:12-16: The apostles, performing 
signs and wonders, gathered in Solomon’s portico, held 
in high regard despite others’ hesitance. Their number 
grew rapidly, and the sick were brought to them; even 
Peter’s shadow was sought for healing. All who came 
were healed. 

 Responsorial Psalm – Psalm 118: Israel, Aaron’s de-
scendants, and the God-fearing proclaim God’s endur-
ing mercy. He answers in distress, providing strength 
and salvation. The rejected stone becomes the corner-
stone, a marvelous act of the Lord. 

 Second Reading – Revelation 1:9-11A, 12-13, 17-19: 
John, exiled on Patmos for his faith, receives a vision 
from Jesus on the Lord’s day. Instructed to write, he 
sees Christ among lampstands, falls down, but is reas-
sured by Christ, the eternal, resurrected one holding 
keys to death and Hades. 

 Gospel – John 20:19-31: In a locked room, Jesus ap-
peared to his disciples, offering peace and showing his 
wounds, which brought them joy. He empowered 
them with the Holy Spirit and the authority to forgive 
sins. Thomas, absent initially, doubted their testimony. 
Later, Jesus appeared again, inviting Thomas to touch 
his wounds, leading to Thomas’ declaration of faith. 
Jesus blessed future believers who wouldn’t see yet 
believe. These events were recorded to affirm faith in 
Jesus as the Christ.
