Theme: Signs of the risen Christ invite the world to believe. We who believe are the signs of the 
risen Christ. Healings abound. People come to life again. Life is not drab but colorful. Signs flash 
life’s treasures to all. Some understand the signs; some do not. Our task is to be for others a sign 
of Christ, present and caring. 

St. Thérèse  
 

When St. Therese was fifteen, she asked 
the Pope for permission to enter the Car-
melite order, even though she was too 
young.  When she began her postulancy 
she took the name “Sr. Therese of the 
Child Jesus and the Holy Face.” She dedi-
cated her life to simple acts, for she be-

lieved that it was the small daily tasks that made one 
holy. This became known as St. Therese’s “Little Way”.  
It is the way we are called to do ordinary things with ex-
traordinary love. 

St. Thérèse said: “Love proves itself by deeds, so how am 
I to show my love?”  

Offering of the Mass 

By virtue of the “communion of saints,” 
the Church commends the dead to God’s 
mercy and offers her prayers especially 
the holy sacrifice of the Eucharist, on 
their behalf. (Catechism of the Catholic 
Church). This practice dates as far back as 

Judas collecting a sin-offering for the dead, making 
atonement so they might be delivered from their sin. (2 
Maccabees 12:39-45). Masses may also be offered for 
the intentions of the living or in thanksgiving. Masses are 
requested through the parish office.
