Today is the first Sunday of Advent, the time of anticipation
to celebrate the birth of Jesus. The readings are full of the lan-
guage of anticipation. Isaiah’s vision shows the coming of the itwewin Corner
Lord, and challenges us to walk in the light of life. Saint did
Paul’s letter to the Romans shows us that to properly prepare YOU
for the coming of Christ is to live in the ways of the Spirit.

The term "Cree" is derived from the
French renderings (Kristineaux, Kiristi-
nous, Kilistinous) of the Ojibway term
Kinistino. The proper term in the Plains
Cree language is néhiyawak. The Cree occupy a
large area of Saskatchewan, from the northern
woodlands areas to the southern plains. While be-
ing one people, there is a great variation amongst
the different regional groups. One of the main dif-
ferences is in terms of dialect, of which there are
three main ones: "th" Woodlands, "y" Plains, and
