St. Therese suffered intensely from con-
stant headaches and insomnia. She en-
dured fits of fever and trembling and suf-
fered cruel hallucinations. Experts had
diagnosed her sickness as everything from
a nervous breakdown to a kidney infec-
tion. None of the treatments helped. Then, on May 13,
1883, Therese turned her head to a statue of the Virgin
near her bed, and prayed for a cure. “Suddenly Mary’s
face radiated kindness and love.” Therese was cured.

“The loveliest masterpiece of the heart of God is the love
of a Mother.”

Thinking Faith SO2E09: Youth Ministry:
Making a Mess with Michelle Braden and
Braden Kuntz — Part 2

Parish Scam Alert: Fraudulent
Information Requests

We've been made aware of a scam currently target-
ing parishes in which an individual sends an email
pretending to be someone known to the parish of-
fice (e.g., a staff member, priest, or volunteer). The
email may request a copy of the parish directory or
other lists in order to access personal contact infor-
mation.

Important Warning Signs:

The email comes from an address that does not
match the official address of the person named.

The message may have urgent or vague language
asking for help or access to data.

What to Do:

Do not respond or provide any information.
Double-check the email address carefully—
scammers often use similar-looking domains.
Report the email to your parish office and your IT
support or diocesan communications office.

Do not click any links or download attachments
from suspicious emails.

Readings for Trinity Sunday

First Reading — Proverbs 8:22-31: God’s wisdom
declares it was created first, before the earth and
oceans. Present during creation, it rejoiced beside
God, delighting in the formation of the world and
humankind.

.Responsorial Psalm — Psalm 8: In awe of the
heavens and stars, | marvel at human significance
and dignity, honored by God with dominion over all
creatures of earth, sea, and air.

.Second Reading — Romans 5:1-5: Justified by
faith, we are at peace with God through Jesus, and
rejoice in hope. Our sufferings produce endurance,
character, and hope, filled with God’s love through
the Holy Spirit.

.Gospel — John 16:12-15: Jesus acknowledged the
disciples’ limitations in understanding and promised
the coming of the Spirit of truth. This Spirit would
guide them into all truth, speaking not independ-
ently, but revealing future events and glorifying Je-
sus by sharing His teachings. Jesus affirmed that the
Spirit’s revelations are from His divine authority.
